Congenital Diaphragmatic Hernia is a severe birth defect that occurs in 1 in every 2500 babies.  It occurs when the diaphragm fails to fully form, allowing abdominal organs into the chest cavity and preventing lung growth.  50% of babies born with CDH do not survive.  The cause is not known.

CHERUBS is a non-profit 501(c)III organization that was created to help families of children born with Congenital Diaphragmatic Hernia (CDH).   They are based in North Carolina and are the world’s largest and first charity for CDH.  This campaign is the largest endeavor created to raise Congenital Diaphragmatic Hernia Awareness.
